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ORDINANCE NO.  2016-03
AN ORDINANCE ALLOWING GOLF CART OPERATION ON CITY STREETS


SECTION ONE:  PURPOSE.  The purpose of this ordinance is to add a chapter to the city code of ordinances to allow golf carts to operate on city streets as allowed by Iowa Code Section 321.247. 


SECTION TWO:   FACTS FOUND.  Golf carts are a safe and convenient means of transportation on city streets.


SECTION THREE:  "Golf cart" means a four wheeled recreational vehicle generally used for transportation of persons in the sport of golf that is either electric powered or gas powered with a ground speed limited to twenty-five miles per hour.


SECTION FOUR:  Golf carts may operate on city streets and alleys on the following conditions:

1.
The operator must have a valid drivers license in his/her possession.


2.
Golf carts shall not operate on a primary road extension through the city.  However, golf carts may cross a primary road extension at an intersection.  Without limiting the foregoing, golf carts shall not operate on:

a:
Jackson Street from the north city limits south to Front Street


b:
West Second Street, also known as County Road F29, from the 



west city limits to Jackson Street


c:
East Second Street, also known as County Road F29, from 



Jackson Street east Clay Street.

d:
Clay Street, also known as County Road V18, from East 



Second Street south to the city limits


e:
Front Street from Clay Street, also known as County Road V18, 

west to Orchid Street


f:
County Road V29 from Clay Street east to the city limits


3.
Golf carts shall have a slow moving vehicle sign on the back of the golf cart.

4.
Golf carts shall have a bicycle safety flag at least five feet above ground level.


5.
Golf carts may operate on city streets from sunrise to sunset.


6.
Golf carts shall have adequate brakes.


7.
Golf carts shall not operate on sidewalks or in city parks.


8.
No golf cart shall carry more persons than the golf cart has seats and that the golf cart is designed for.  All passengers shall ride in a seat and not on some other part of the golf cart.  Passengers shall not stand in a golf cart or sit on another passenger.  

9.
Persons must be 18 years of age or older to operate golf carts.

10.
Golf cart passengers must be 6 years of age or older.


11.
Golf carts shall have a rear view mirror on the drivers side.


12
Golf carts shall not exceed 20 miles per hour.


13.
Golf carts shall not operate in a careless, reckless, or negligent manner.


14.
The owner of the golf cart shall have liability insurance on the golf cart of not less than $100,000.

15.
Golf carts shall be driven as close as practical to the right-hand edge of the street, except when making a left turn.


16.
Golf carts shall operate in a single file.


17.
Golf carts shall yield the right of way to all pedestrians.

18.
Golf carts shall yield the right of way to all vehicles at uncontrolled intersections regardless of Iowa Code Section 321.319.


SECTION FIVE:  PERMITS

1.
No person shall operate a golf cart on the city streets or alleys unless the operator possesses a City of Brooklyn permit to operate the golf cart.


2.
The City shall not issue a permit to a golf cart except under the following conditions:


a:
Payment of an annual $30.00 permit fee.  Permits are for 




January 1 to December 31.


b:
Permits are issued for a specific golf cart.

c:
A permit sticker shall be attached to the left front fender of the 



golf cart.


d:
The mayor shall revoke the permit if the golf cart operator



violates any provisions of this ordinance.  The permit shall be 



renewed or reinstated only upon a majority vote of the City 



Council.


SECTION SIX.  REPEALER AND SEVERABILITY CLAUSE. All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict with the provisions of this ordinance are repealed.  If any section, provision, or part of this ordinance shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the ordinance as a whole or any section, provision, or part of the ordinance not adjudged invalid or unconstitutional.


SECTION SEVEN:  WHEN EFFECTIVE.  This ordinance shall be in effect immediately after its final passage, approval, and publication as provided by law.

Passed, approved, adopted, and ordered published this 2nd day of May, 2016 by the city council.
The mayor neither approved nor vetoed this ordinance, so the ordinance became effective 14 days after May 2, 2016 and after its publication as provided by law.
