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ORDINANCE NO. 2017-2
AN ORDINANCE CHANGING SEWER RATES FROM $21.48 TO $23.63 MINIMUM AND FROM $12.26 TO $13.49 PER EACH ADDITIONAL 1000 GAL.   EFFECTIVE WITH APRIL 2017 READING

SECTION ONE:  PURPOSE.  The purpose of this ordinance is to change sewer rates.

SECTION TWO:
   FACTS FOUND.  The City has conducted a sewer rate study.  Public Financial Management, Inc., Des Moines, IA, conducted the sewer rate study.  The rates in this ordinance reflect the result of the sewer rate study.
SECTION THREE:  Section 99.02 is amended to read as follows:

Rates for services.  Sewer service shall be based on the amount of water used, calculated as follows:

a.
First 1,000 gallons of water used per month, $23.63
          (minimum bill)

b.
All over 1,000 gallons of water used per month, $13.49
            per 1,000 gallons

SECTION FOUR:  REPEALER AND SEVERABILITY CLAUSE. All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict with the provisions of this ordinance are repealed.  If any section, provision, or part of this ordinance shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the ordinance as a whole or any section, provision, or part of the ordinance not adjudged invalid or unconstitutional.

SECTION FIVE:  WHEN EFFECTIVE.  This ordinance shall be effective immediately after its final passage, approval, and publication as provided by law.
