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ORDINANCE NO. 2019-05
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE ZONING REGULATIONS

SECTION ONE:  
PURPOSE.  The purpose of this ordinance is to amend the city zoning ordinance.

SECTION TWO:  
FACTS FOUND.  The owners of the property at 700 East Pleasant Street, Brooklyn, Iowa have requested a change in zoning from IL (light industrial) to R2 (multiple family).  The property owners want to develop the property for residential purposes.  The city council has determined that the intended use of the property as a residential location is compatible with the surrounding area.  The city council finds that this change in zoning classification will not harm the public health, safety, morals, comfort, and general welfare; will not be injurious to the enjoyment of other property in the immediate vicinity; and will not impede the orderly development and improvement of property in the City.  
SECTION THREE:  PUBLIC HEARING.  The city council has conducted a public hearing on this proposed ordinance as required by Iowa Code Section 414.7.  Notice of the public hearing was published at least seven days before the public hearing but no earlier than the next regularly scheduled city council meeting following the published notice.

SECTION FOUR:  CHANGE IN ZONING MAP.  Section 165.06, Boundaries, of the City Code is amended as follows:
The following described property is in the R2 Multiple Family District:

Lot Eight, except the North Nine and One-half Feet, and the West 66 feet of the Alley of Block Seven of Manatt’s Addition, East Brooklyn, Iowa and East Street running North and South between Block Six of South Brooklyn and Block Seven of Manatt’s Addition, East Brooklyn, between Pershing Drive on the North and Pleasant Street on the South, And The Easterly One and One-half Feet of Lot Five, and the Westerly Thirty-eight and One-half Feet of Lot Six, Block Four, West Brooklyn, Iowa according to the Plat thereof appearing of record in Book B at Page 513.

SECTION FIVE:  REPEALER AND SEVERABILITY CLAUSE. All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict with the provisions of this ordinance are repealed.  If any section, provision, or part of this ordinance shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the ordinance as a whole or any section, provision, or part of the ordinance not adjudged invalid or unconstitutional.

SECTION SIX:  WHEN EFFECTIVE.  This ordinance shall be in effect after its final passage, approval, and publication as provided by law.
