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ORDINANCE NO.  2020-02
AN ORDINANCE REGULATING INVISIBLE, ELECTRIC DOG FENCES AND ELECTRIC DOG COLLARS

SECTION ONE:  PURPOSE.  The purpose of this ordinance is to allow the use of invisible, electric dog fences and electric dog collars to properly restrain dogs on private property.


SECTION TWO:  Chapter 55 of the city code is amended to add the following section:


A dog may be confined with an invisible, electric, in-ground fence  and electric collar.  The electric fence shall be placed no closer to a sidewalk or property line than three feet.  The property owner shall post a conspicuous sign informing the public of the existence of the electric fence for animal confinement.  Existing electric fences shall comply with this ordinance by November 30, 2020.

SECTION THREE:  REPEALER AND SEVERABILITY CLAUSE. All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict with the provisions of this ordinance are repealed.  If any section, provision, or part of this ordinance shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the ordinance as a whole or any section, provision, or part of the ordinance not adjudged invalid or unconstitutional.


SECTION FOUR:  WHEN EFFECTIVE.  This ordinance shall be in effect immediately after its final passage, approval, and publication as provided by law.
